The Team

A deadly assassin breaks in to Tom’s penthouse, attempting to steal one of his great-grandfather’s
journals—the one item his parents had with them when they were killed.

* Dr. Hallelujah Jack Smith, a genius inventor and Tom’s godfather.

* Samantha Galore, a sexy and deadly British spy.

¢ Jenny Silverheels, a beguiling Native American Shaman.

* Natalie Quinn, a mysterious ninja assassin and thief.

Like the original Challengers, they are our only hope against the terrible might of the shadowy, global
Cabal. The Challengers are dynamic, talented individuals with tempestuous personalities. Each of the team
members has a secret past, the kind of secret that makes a career in mainstream society difficult or
impossible. Ultimately, they will become a tightly knit family. They care deeply for one another.

The Challengers’ adventures have the retro adventure feel of the movie serials, with shadowy villains, lost
cities, and forgotten treasures—but with a hip, modern twist. It’s the fun of a Raiders of the Lost Ark,
coupled with the dangerous historical mystery of The Da Vinci Code and the contemporary flair of Buffy
the Vampire Slayer.
